and one of said notices to be published not more than 21 days or less

than 7 days priox to the hearing as requiz'ed by KRS 424.130.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That Farmers Rural Electric Cooperative

Cox'pox'ation shall either (1) include the pxoposed rates in the news-

paper publication, or (2} at least 20 days prior to the date of
hearing mail to each customer a typewritten or printed notice of'he
proposed rates and the please, date and hour of hearing.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That the mailing of a typewritten or

printed notice shall not obviate the requirement of newspaper publi-

cation set, forth in the second orderimg paragraph.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That the publication or the mailing

of the proposed rates sha11 include the following language:

The rates contained in this notice are the
rates proposed by Farmers Rural Electric
Cooperative Corporation. However, the
Public Service Commission may order rates
to be charged that differ from these proposed
rates. Such action may result in rates for
consumers other than the rates included in
this notice.
