PETITION FOR CONFIDENTIAL 
TREATMENT OF INFORMATION 

Comes now the petitioner, East Kentucky Power Cooperative, Inc. (“EICPC”) and, 

as grouiids for this Petition for Coiifideiitial Treatiiieiit of Iiifoiiiiatioii (the “Petition”), 

states to the Public Service Coiiiinissioii (the “Commission”) as follows: 

1. This Petition is filed in coilj~iiictioii with the filing of EICPC’s response to 

Request No. 21 fi-om the Commission’s Coiisultaiit in this case dated Jaiiuary 4, 2008, 

and relates to coiifideiitial iiifoiiiiatioii coiitaiiied in that response that is entitled to 

protection pursuant to 807 ICAR 5:001 Section 7, and ICRS 561.878 (1) (c) 1 and related 

sections. 

2. The designated coiifideiitial infomiation in Response No. 21 to the 

Consultant’s Data Requests coiisists of the EICPC’s projected avoided energy and 

demand costs for the years 2010, 2015 and 2020. Tliese projections are derived from 

projections of future EKPC capital, frtel and operations and maintenance costs, which 

were included on a coiifideiitial basis in EICPC’s 2006 Integrated Resource Plan filing in 

PSC Case No. 2006-00471. Release of these avoided cost projections to the public, 



including EKPC business competitors, vendors and suppliers, would allow sucli 

competitors to deteiinine EKPC’s power production costs for specific periods of time 

under various operating coiiditioiis, aiid to use sucli infoiination to potentially uiiderbid 

EISPC in transactions for tlie sale of S L K ~ ~ U S  bulk power, which would constitute an unfair 

competitive disadvantage to EKPC. 

3. Tlie Commission granted confidential protection in PSC Case No. 2006-0047 1 

to tlie projections of future EISPC capital, fuel and operations and maintenance costs, 

fioin which tlie current avoided cost projections are derived, on October 27, 2006.’ 

Confidential protection should now be given to those avoided cost projections, on the 

same grouiids. 

4. Along with this Petition, EKPC has eiiclosed one copy of the confidential 

response, in an envelope designated as containing confidential information, and 1 0 copies 

of tlie complete responses, with tlie confidential infoilnation redacted. The identified 

confidential iiifonnatioii is not publicly available outside of EISPC, and is distributed 

within EKPC only to persons with a need to use it for business pui-poses. It is entitled to 

confidential treatineiit pmsuaiit to 807 KAR 5:OOl Section 7 aiid ICRS §61.878(1)(c) 1, 

for tlie reasons stated hereinabove, as iiifoiiiiatioii which would peniiit an unfair 

coininercial advantage to coinpetitors of EKPC if disclosed. Tlie subject information is 

also entitled to protection pursuant to KRS $61.878( l)(c) 2 c, as records generally 

recognized as confidential or proprietary wliicli are confidentially disclosed to an ageiicy 

in conjunction with the regulation of a commercial enterprise. 

Note that the Commission’s October 27, 2006 iuliiig on EKPC’s Petition for Confidential Protection of I 

Informatioil in the IRP case was made uiider the initial case designation of PSC Case No. 2006-00017, 
which was later changed to PSC Case No. 2006-0047 1 ~ 
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WHEREFORE, EKPC respectftdly requests the Public Service Coininissioii to 

grant confidential treatineiit to the identified information and deny public disclosure of 

said infoniiatioii.
