If applicant's 
Articles of Incorporation and amendments thereto, if any, have already been filed with the Commission in 
some prior proceeding, it will be sufficient if this fact is stated in the application and reference is made to 
the style and case number of the prior proceeding.

Section 10(l)(d) 807 KAR 5:Oll: Section 10(l)(d) Impact statement identifying group of customers (both 
existing and potential) affected by proposed change.

Any significant 
cost changes may be included but must be documented as part of the filing.
