By Order of August 26, 1981, this Commission determined that

it has jurisdiction to regulate the rates, terms and conditions of

cable television pole attachments to utility poles of utilities
under our regulatory )urisdiction under Chapter 278, Kentucky

Revised Statutes, and that this Commission has the authority to
consider, and does consider, the interests of subscribers of cable

television services as veil as the interests of the consumers of
the utility services, as provided in 47 U.S.C. $224(c)(2).

That Order directed the Secretary to certify the same to the

Federal Communications Commission.



The Secretary of this Commission, in ccmpliance with said
directive of this Commission did, on August 31, 1981, certify the
same to the Federal Communications Commission.

On September 9, 1981. the Secretary of this Commission did

further certify to the Federal Communications Commission a copy of
the aforesaid Order of this Commission entered August 26, 1981.

Subsequently, the Commission enacted 807 KAR 5:006(17), the

regulations which govern pole attachments and conduit use.
Pursuant to the requirements of 47 U.S.C. $224(c), this

Commission again CERTIFIES that it has assumed jurisdiction over

and regulates pole attachment rates, terms and conditions of
jurisdictional utilities.

The Commission further CERTIFIES that it has the authority to
consider and does consider the interests of the subscribers of
cable television services as well as the interests of the

consumers of utility services as provided by 47 U.S.C. $224{c).
