The Union Light, Heat and Power Company shall be prepared to

discuss and explain the following issues:

a. The various rate schedules and riders used to serve

Newport Steel Company ("NSC") since November 1982 and the reasons

why the schedules and riders used to serve NSC during this period

were modified, substituted, or otherwise changed.

b. The present circumstances that justify serving NSC under

Rider LN.

c. The prohibition of cogeneration of electricity by NSC,

as outlined in Article I of the proposed Service Agreement, and

whether that prohibition violates Title II of the Public Utility

Regulatory Policies Act of 1978 and the Commission's Regulation

807 KAR 5:054.



d. The scheduled rate increases as detailed in Article III,
Section 3.5 of the proposed Service Agreement and the

justification for such increases from a cost-of-service
perspective.
