On December 21, 1990, the six electric utilities affected by

the regulation were requested to formulate and agree upon a

mutually beneficial order of filing their initial integrated

resource plans. On January 2, 1991, the Kentucky Joint Committee

on Electric Power Planning Coordination forwarded to the

Commission its preferred order of filing. In accordance with 807

KAR 5:058(2)(e), the Commission adopts that order of filing and
