IS not available for standby, baclcup, inaiutenauce, or supplciuenfal scrvicc for wholesale or rclail loads served by ctrstonier's 
gencrator. 

DEFINITIONS. 

1. Commissioning Power - Thc electrical energy and capacity slipplied to the cuslonicr prior to the cornniercial cipcratioii of tlie 
customer's generator, including initial construction and testing phases. 

Station Power - 'rile electrical energy aud capacity supplied to the cuslomcr to serve the atixifiary loads at the customer's 
geiieratiot~ facilities, usually when tlie custoincr's generator is not operating. Station Power docs not includc Startup Power. 

Strtrtiip Yoiver - TIic electrical cuergy and capacity supplied to lhc custoiner Wllowiiig a planned or forced outage of Uic 
custoiiicr's generator for the purposc ofreturiiiug the custoiuer's generator to syiichronoirs operation.

Contracts under this tariffwilt be made for an initial period of not lcss than one year and shall rernaiii i n  effect thereagcr until 
citlier party shall give at teast G months' written notice to the other oftiie interition to terminate tlie contrac~. The Compmy 
reserves tlic riglit to require initial contracts for periods greater than one year. 

A new initial contract period will not be required for existing customers .who change their contract requirements after the 
original initial period uuless new or additional Facilities are required. 

The Company may not be required to supply capacity in excess of that contracted for except by mutual agrcenicnt. Contracts 
will be made in multiples of 100 I N .  

SPECPAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

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AVAKLIBTLITY OF SERVICE. 

Net Metering is available to eligible customer-generators in the Cornupany’s service territory, upon rcqucst, and on a fiir-st-come, first- 
ser~ecl basis uli to R cumulative capacity of one percent (1%) ofthe Company’s single hour pcak load in TCentuclq~ during tlie previous 
p a r .  If the cuniiilative generating capacity of net ineteriiig systcrns reaches I% of the Company’s single hour peak load during tlie 
previous year, upon Colviiiission approval, the Company’s obligsltioii to oEer net metering to R iicw ciistoiiicr-geiicra~or mtiy be 
liniiiecl. h i  eligible customer-generator shall ineaii a retail electric custoincr of tlie Company with a gcncratiiig facility that:

(2) Has a rated capacity of not greater than thirty (30) Icilowatls;

BlLLING/MONTHLY CHARGES. 

Monthly clxwges for energy, and dernund where applicable, to serve the customer’s net or total load shall be deteriiiiued according to 
Llic COl1~~Jaily’S standard service tariff undcr which the customer would othclivise be served, absent the custorncr’s electric generating 
Iiicility. Energy charges under the customer’s stqdwd tarirf shall be applied to the customer’s net energy for the billing pcriod to the 
exleiit that the net energy exceeds zei-0, Ti‘ the customer’s net energy is zero or negative dririirg Uie billing period, the customcr shall 
11ay only the non-energy charge portions ofthe standard tariff bill. If the customer’s net energy is iiegatiw during a billing period, the 
custoiner shall be credited in tlic nest billing period for the IcWh difheuce. ff time-or-day inetcring is uscd, cncrgy f.lows in both 
clircctions shall be iielted and accounted for at the specific time-of-use i11 accordance with the prosisions of the customcr’s standard 
tariff iuid this Net Metering Service Tariff When the customer elects lo 110 longer fake service ulldcr this Nct Mctciing Service TrtrXK 
any Linuscd credit shall revert to tlic Company.

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APPILICAT’BB9N AI” APPROV& PRQCESS. 

The Cnstomer shall submit an Application for Interconnectioii and Net Metering (“Applicatioii”) and receive approval 
from the Company prior to connecting the generator facility to the Company’s system. 

Applications will be submitted by the Customer and reviewed and processed by the Company according to either Level 1 
or Level 2 processes de&ed below. 

The Coinpaiiy inay reject ai1 Application for violations of any code, standard, or regulatjon related to reliability or safety; 
however, the Coinpany will work with the Custoiner to resolve those issues to the extent practicable. 

Customers may contact the Company to check on the status of an Application or with questions prior to subniittiug an 
Application. Company corrtact inforination can be found on ICentuclcy Power Coinpatiy’s Application Form or OB the 
Company’s website. 

LEVEL B 
A Level 1 Application shall be used if the generating facility is inverter-based and is certified by a nationally recognized 
testing laboratory to meet the requirements of Underwriters Laboratories Staudard 1741 “Inverters, Converters, 
Controilers and lutercoimection System Equipment for Use With Distribrtted Eiiergy Resources” (UL I 74 1). 

‘The Coinpany will approve the Level 1 Application if the generating facility also ineets aIl ofthe following conditions: 

For interconnection to a radial distribution circuit, the aggregated g$mration 011 the cir-cu it, including 
the proposedgenerating facility, will not exceed 15% o f  the Line Secdon’s most recent annual one hour 
peak load. A line section is the sniallest part of the priniarp distribution system the generating facility 
could rennin connected to after operation of any sectionalking devices. 
Tf the proposed generatiug facility is to be htercoiiuected on a sit,iglephase shared secondary, the 
aggregate generation capacity on the shared secondary, includbg the proposed generating facility, will 
not exceed the smaller of 20 IcVA or the nameplate rating ofthe transfornier. 
Ifthe proposed generating facility is single-phase and i s  to be interconnected oil a center tap neutral of a 
240 volt service, its addition shali not create an imbalaace between the two sides oftlie 240 volt service 
of more than 20% of the iiatlleplate rating oftlie service traiisforiner. 
If the generating facility is to be connected to tlxee-phase, tliree wire primary Company dish-ibution 
lines, the generator sliall appear as a phase-to-phase connection at the primary Company distribution 
line. 
If the generating f;ncility is to  be connected to three-phase, foorrr wire primary Company distribution 
lines, the generator shall appear to the piimary Coinpauy distribution line as an effectively grounded 
source. 
The hiterconuection will not be on an area or spot network. 
The Coinpaiiy does not identify any violations of any applicable provisions of IEEE 1547, “Standard 
for Interconnecting Distributed Resources with Electric Power Systeins.” 
No construction of facilities by the Company 011 its own system ivdl be required to accoininodate the 
generating facility. 
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LEVEL 1, continued 

if the geiierating facility does not meet all of the above listed criteria, the Coinpauy, in its sole discretion, may either: I) 
approve the geiierating facility under the Level 1 Application if the Company determines that the generating facility can 
be safely and celiably connected to the Coinpauy's system; ox' 2) deny the Application as submitted under the Level I 
Appi ication. 

The Company shaIl notify the custonier w i t l h  20 buslsiness days whether the Application is approved or denicd, based 011 

the criteria provided in this section. 

If the Applicatiou lacks complete iiiforniation, the Coinpaiiy shall notify the custoher that additional infoiination is 
required, iiicluding a list of such additional information. The time between notification and receipt of requi.red additional 
information will add to the time to process the Application. 

When approved, the Couipany will indicate by siguing die approval line 011 the Level 1 Application Form and returning it 
to the customer. The approval will be subject to successful completion of an initial imtalIatiou inspection and witness test 
if required by the Company. The Company's approval section of the Application will indicate if an inspection aud 
witness test are required. If so, the ctzstomer shall notify the Coiiipany within 3 busiiiess days of completion of the 
generating facility installation aiid schedule an inspection aiid witness test with tlie Conipany to occur within 10 business 
days of completion uf the generator facility bstaIIation or as otherwise agreed to by the Company and the cwtomer. The 
ciistoiiier iiiay not operate the generating facility until successfill completion of such illspection and witness test, unless 
the Company expmssly permits operationaf testing not to exceed two hours. If the iustallation fails the inspection or 
witiiess test due to noncompliance with any provision in the Application aud Company approval, the customer shall not 
operate tlze generating facility until any and alI noncompliance is cocrechd and re-inspected by the Company. 

IF the Application is denied, the Company will supply the customer with reasons for denial. Tlie custoiiier may resubmit 
under Level 2 if appropriate. 

LEVEL 2 

A Level 2 Application is required under any ofthe following: 

( 1 )  The generating facility is not inverter based; 
(2) The generating facility uses eqiupinent that is iiot certified by a nationaIIy recognized testing laboratory to meet 

(3) The genexating facility does iiot meet one or more of the additional conditions under Level 1 . 
the requit-eineiits of UL 1741 ; or 

The Company will approve the Level 2 AppLication if the generatiiig facility meets the Compaiiy's technical 
interconnection requkemeiits, which are based on IEEE 1547. The Conipaiiy shall make its tecliiiical interconnection 
requirements available online and upon request. 
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LEVEL 2, continued 

The Conipany will process the Level 2 Application within 30 business days o f  receipt of a complete Application. 
Within that time the Company will respond in one ofthe following ways: 

(1) The Application is approved and the Compauy will provide the custonier witkt an Interconnection 
Agreement to sign. 

(2) If construction or other changes to the Company’s disixibution system are required, the cost will be the 
responsibility of the customer. The Company will give notice to the customer and offer to meet to discuss 
estimated costs and constmction timeframe. Shodd the customer agree to pay for costs and proceed, the 
Company will provide the cLzstomer with au Interconnection Ageenietit to sign within a reasonable time. 

(3) The Application is denied. The Company will supply the customer with reasons for denial and offer to meet 
to discuss possible changes that wouId result in Company approval. Customer may resubmit Application 
with changes. 

If the Application lacks complete information, the Company shaXI notify the customer that additional iccr-Omation is 
required, including a list of such additional information. The time between notification and receipt of required 
additional hfoi-niatioii will add to tlie 3O-busiuess-day target to process the Application. 

The Tntercotinection Agi*eement will contain all the terms and coiiditious for interconnection consistent with those 
specified in this t a B ,  inspection and witness test requirements, description o f  and cost of construction or otIier 
changes to the Company’s distribution system required to accoiiiniodate the generating facility, and detailed 
docuinentation of the generating facilities which may include single line diagrams, relay settings, aucl a description of 
operation. 

The customer may not operate the generating facility until an Interconnection Agreement is signed by the customer 
and Company and all necessary conditions stipulated in the agreement are met. 

,4.PIP?LICATBON, IN§PECTION AflD PROCESSING FEES. 

No application fees or other review, study, or inspection or witness test fees will be charged by the Company for 
Level 1 Rpplicatioi~s~ 

The Company will require each custoiner to submit .with each Level 2 Application a non-refuudable appIication, 
inspection and processing fee of $100. In the event the Company determines an impact study is necessay with 
respect to a Level 2 Application, &e customer shall be responsible for any reasonable costs up to $1,000 for the 
initial impact study. The Comnpany shall provide docmentation of the actual cost of the hpac t  study. Any otlier 
studies requested by the customer shall be at th,e customer’s sole expeuse. 
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TERMS ANID CONpIDfTIONS POR IIRrTERCONNECTIQPN. 

To interconnect to the Company's disfxibution system, the custonier's generating facility shall comply with the 
following terms and conditions: 

(I) Tlie Comnpany shall provide the customer net metering services, without charge €or standard metering 
equipment, fhtough a standard kilowatt-hour metering system capable of measusing the flow of electricity in 
two (2) directions. E the customer requests any additional meter or meters or distribution upgrades are 
needed to monitor the flow in each direction, such installations shall be at the customer's expense. 

(2) The customer shall install, operate, and maintain, at customer's sole cost and expense, any control, 
protective, os other equipment on the custoiner's system required by die Company's tectu7ical 
iutescomectioa requirements based on IEEE 1547, the NEC, accredited testing laboratories such as 
Underwriters Laboratories, and We manufacturer's suggested practices for safe, eEcieiit and reliable 
operation of the generating facility in parallel with Company's electric system. Customer shall bear full 
responsibility fos the installation, maintenance and safe operation of the generating facility. Upon 
reasonable request f3om the Company, the customer shall demonstrate generating facility compliance. 

(3) The generating facility shall comply with, and the customer skall represent and warrant its compliance with. 
(a) any applicable safety and power quality standards esfablished by IEEE and accredited testing 
laboratosies such as Underwriters Laboratories; (b) the NEC as may be revised fiom h i e  to t h e ;  (c) 
Cowpany's rules, regulations, and Company's Terms and Conditions of Service as contained in Company's 
Retail Elechic Tariff as may be revised &om time to time with the approval of the I<entdcy Public Service 
Commission (Commission); (d) tlie rules ancl regulations of the Coinmission, as such rules and regulations 
may be revised &om t h e  to t h e  by the Commission; and (e} all other applicable local, state, and federal 
codes and laws, as tlie same niay be in eflect fiom time to t h e .  W e r e  required by law, customer shall pass 
an electrical inspection of the generating facility by a local authority having jurisdiction over the 
installation. 

(4) Any changes or additions to the Company's system required to accommodate the generating facility shall be 
considered excess facilities. Customer shall agree to pay Coxnpany for actual costs iuciu-red for all such 
excess facilities prior to consh-uction. 

(5) Customer shall operate the generating facility in such a inanner as not to cause undue fluctuations in 
voltage, inteimittent load characteristics or otherwise interfere with the operation of Company's electric 
system. At all tirnes when the generating facility is being operated in parallel with Company's eleckic 
system, customer shall so operate the generating facility in such a n imer  that no adverse impacts will be 
produced thereby to the service quality rendered by Company to any of its 0 t h  custoniers or to any electric 
system intercomected with Company's electric system. Customer shall agree tliat tlie interconnection and 
opesation of the generating facility is secoiidary to, and shall not interfere with, Company's ability to meet 
its primary responsibility of furnishing reasonably adequate service to its customers. 
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TERMS AND CQNDXTIONS POR D.VTERCO~,CT[']IQPN. coiltiwed 

(G) Customer shall be responsible for protecting, at custoxner's sole cost and expense, ifie generating facility froin 
any condition or disturbance on Company's electric system, including, but not limited to, voltage sags or swells, 
system faults, outages, loss of a single phase of supply, equipment failures, aud lightning or switching susges, 
except that the Company shall be responsible for repair of damage caused to the generating facility resulting 
solely from the negligence or willful misconduct on the part of the Company. 

(7) After initial installation, Company shall have the right to inspect alld/or Witness coniinissioning tests, as 
specified in tJ.I.e Level 1 01' Level 2 Applicatioii and approval process. Following the initial testing and inspection 
of the generating facility and upon reasonable advance notice to customer, Company shall have access at 
reasonable t imes to the generating facility to perfoiin reasonable ou-site inspections to verify tliat the 
installation, maintenance, and operation of the gerierating facility comply with the requirenients of this tariff, 

(8) Fox Level 1 and 2 generating facilities, where required by the Company, an eligible custonler shall fwnish and 
install on customer's side of the point of common coupling a safety disconnect switch which shall be capable of 
fully disconnecting the customer's eiierm generating equipment fiom Company's electric service under the f i r l l  
rated conditions of the custo~ner~s generating facility. The external disconnect switch (EDS) shall be located 
adjacent to Company's meters or the location of the EDS shall be noted by placing a sticker on the meter, and 
shall be of the visible break type 5.1 a metal enclosure which can be secured by a padtock. If the EDS is not 
located directly adjacent to the meter, the customer shall be responsible for ensuring that the location of the EDS 
is properly and IegibIy identified for so long as the generating facility is operational. The disconnect switch shall 
be accessible to Coiupany personnel at all times. The Company may waive the requbeinent for an EDS for a 
generating facility at its sole discretion, and on a case-by-case basis, upon review of the generating facility 
operating parameters and if permitted under the Company's safety aud operating protocols. 

The Coinpauy shall establish a training protocol for line workers on the location and use of the EDS, and shall 
require that the EDS be wed when appropriate, and that the switchbe tLrrned baclc on once the disconnection is 
no longer necessmy. 

(9) Company shall have the right and anthority at Company's sole discretion to isolate the generating facifity or 
require the customer to discontinue operation of the generating facility if Coinpany believes that: (a} continued 
intercomiection and parallel operation of the generatiug facility with Comp.ny's electric system creates 01. 
contributes (or inay create or contribute) to a system eniergency on either Company's 01' customel"s electric 
system; (b) the geiierating facility is not in coinpliance with the requirements of this tars, and the 
noncompliance adversely affects the safety, reliability, or power quality of Company's electric system; or (c) the 
generating facility interferes with the operation of Company's electric system.

Repair and replacement of existing generating facility coniponents with like coinpoiients not resulting in 
increases in generating facility capacity is alIowed without approval. 

To the extent pernlitted by law, the customer shall protect, indeiniiifl, and hold hai.mless tke Company and its 
directors, officers, employees, agenfs, representatives and contractors against and &om all loss, clabs, actions 
or suits, including costs and attorneys fees, for or on account of any injury or death of persons or damage to 
property caused by the customer os the customer’s employees, agents, representatives and contractors in 
taper ing with, repairing, maintaining or operating the customer‘s generating facility or any related equipment 
or any facilities owned by the Company except where such injury, death or daniage was caused or conkibuted to 
by the fault or negligence ofthe Compafiy or its employees, agets, representatives, or contractors. 

The Iiability of the Company to the customer for injury to person and property shall be governed by the tariff(s) 
for he  class 0% service under which the customer is talclug service. 

The customer shall maintain general liability insurance coverage (through a standard homeowner’s, commercial, 
or other policy). Ccrstoiner shall provide Company with proof of such insurance at the t h e  that application is 
made for net metering. 

By entering into an Interconnection Agreemeiit, or by inspection, if any, or by non-rejection, or by approval, or 
in any other way, Coinpany does not give any warranty, express or implied, as to the adequacy, safety, 
coinplimce with applicable codes or requhetnents, or as to suiy other characteristics, of the generating facility 
equipment, controls, and protective relays and eqiiipment. 

Customer‘s generatiug facility is transferable to other persons or service locations only after notification to the 
Company has been made and verification that the installation is in compliance with this tarif€. Upon written 
notification that an approved generating facility is being ti.aiisfeiyed to another person, customer, or location, tke 
Company will verify that the installation is in compliance with this tariff and provide written notification to the 
cnstomer(s) within 20 business days. If die installation is no longer in compliance with this tarif€, the Company 
will notify the custorner in writing and list what must be done to place the facility in compliance. 

The customer shall retain any and all Renewable Energy Credits (RECs) that may be generated by their 
generating facility.

A. INTRODUCTION 

Precautionsuy procedwes arc required to meet emergency conditious such as system separation and operation at subiiorina 
frequency. In addition, the coordinatioll of these emergency procedures with neighboring companies is essential. The &I 
program, which is in accordance with ECAR Document 3, i s  noted below. 

1. From 59.15 - 60.2 I-12 to the extent practicable utilize all opaating and emergency reserves. The manner of utilization of thesc 
reserves will depeiid greatIy 011 thc behavior of the System during the emergency. For rapid fi'equeucy decline, only tha 
capacity on-line aid automaticdly responsive to frequency (spinning reserve), and such items as iuterconnection assistmci 
and load reductions by automatic means are of assistance in arresting tlie decline in &epeucy. 

If tlie frequency decline i s  gradual, the GeneratiodFroduction Optimization Group, particularly itl the deficient area, should 
invoke non-antoitlatic procedures involving operating and emergency resei-ves. Tliese efforts should continuc until the 
fiequeucy decline is arrested or until automatic load-shedding devices operate at subnormal frequeiicies.

Tlic goals of AEP areis to safely and reliably operate the hterconnected nct\york in order to avoid widespread systcin outages as i 
coilsequeiicc of a major disturbance. Precautionary proccdures inchding tiiaintaiuing Dai7y Operating lteservcs, as specified iL 
ECAR docuincnt 2, and PJM Manual M13, will assist in avoiding serious emergency conditions such as system separation anc 
operation at abnormal frequency. However, adequate Daily Operating Reserves cannot always be maintained, so the use 0. 
additioiial eiiiergency measures niay be required. A Capacity Deficiency is a shortage ofgencratioii wrsus load and can bc causec 
by generating unit outages and/or extreme itileriial Ioad requkcnients.
