Comes B&H Gas Company ("B&H"), and B&S Oil and Gas Company ("B&S")

(together "Movants"), by and through counsel, and respectfully move the Commission for an

extension of time to file their response to the Post-Hearing Data Requests received from the

Commission staff on or about December 8, 2016.

The Data Requests seek substantial information which by necessity comes from the

certified public accountant who prepares Movants' tax filings.' Movants' representative has been

informed that the CPA's office is short-staffed during this holiday season and that office will not

be able to comply with the requests before the middle of January, 2017. Likewise, as pointed out

repeatedly at the hearing, the Movants are very small businesses employing only one clerical aid

who assists Mr. Rife with all of the office needs. Time spent responding to the data requests

takes time away from the core business ofMovants.

^For example, the information on lesseesand ownersof surfaceand mineralrights for the wells operatedby B&S
and for royalty payments made as a result ofproduction from the wells is information that must be obtained from the
CPA.
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Accordingly, Movants respectfully request an extension of time from December 23, 2016

to January 15, 2017 within which to comply with the Data Requests served by Commission staff.
