The prospect of the proposed solar project, particularly its design to
encompass three sides of our property, presents a significant threat to the
very essence of what makes this area unique and valuable.

This region is home to a rich variety of wildlife, including numerous native
wildflowers and several species designated as endangered, most notably the
bald eagles that frequent and nest in close proximity to our land.
