2. (Delivery of Water) That 3‘0_.__________days prioz to the estimated date of completion of construction of the
Furchaser’s water supply distribution system, the Purchaser will notify the Seller in writing the date for the initial delivery
of water,

3. (Water for Testing) When requested by the Purchaser the Seller will make available to the contractor at the
point of delivery, or other point reaconably close thereto, water sufficient for testing, flushing, and trench filling the system
of the Purchaser during construction, irrespective of whether the metering equipment has been installed at that time, at a

Temperary or partial failures to deliver water shall be remedied with all possible dispatch, In the event of en extended
shortage of watet, or the supply of watet available to the Seller is otherwise diminished over an extended petiod of time,
the supply of water to Purchaser’s consumers shall be reduced or diminished in the same ratio or proportion as the supply to
Seller’s consumers is reduced or diminished.

5. (Modification of Contract) That the provisions of this contract pertaining to the schedule of rates to be paid by

the Purchaser for water delivered are subject to modification at the end of every year period. Any increase or
decrease in rates shall he based on a demoenstrable increase or decrease in the costs of performance hereunder, but such
chsts chall not inclnde increased capitalization of the Seller’s system. Other provisions of this contract may be modified o1

altered hy mntual egreement,

6. (Regnlatory Agencies) That this contract is subject to such rules, regulations, or laws as may be epplicahle
to similar agteements in this State and the Seller and Purchaser will collaborate in obtaining such permits, certificates, or the

like, as may he tequited to comply therewith,

7. (Miscellonecous) That the construction of the water supply distribution system by the Purchaser is being financed
bv a loan mpde or insured by, end/or a grant from, the United States of America, acting through the Farmers Home Administra-
tion of the United States Department of Agriculture, and the provisions hereof pertaining to the undertakings of the Purchaser
ate eonditioned vpon the approval, in writing, of the State Director of the Farmers Home Administration.

8. (Successor to the Purchaser) That in the event of any occurence rendering the Purchaser incapable of per
forming under this contract, any successor of the Putchaser, whether the result of legal process, assignment, or otherwise,
chall succeed to the rights of the Purchaser hercunder.
