Payment of all sums due hereunder shall be made on or before the 29th 

day of each calender month or penaities shaii be levied by the City of 

Williamsburg. All of the foregoing to be subject to approval by the Farmers 

Home Administration and to be modified, where appropriate by amendment to 

the water purchase contract.
