Inc., 1is not responsible for, nor does it guarantee, any
minimum pressure at these hydrants, other than the minimum
pressure required by the Public Service Commission for
distribution lines unless there 1is an emergency from the
water supplier 1in which case the Association shall see that
minimum pressure is restored as soon as possible.

The Membor sagrees that no other present or future source of water will
be connected to any water lines served by the Association's water tinos and
will disconnect Lrom his presant water supply prior to connecting te and
switching to the Associatlion's system and shall eliminate thelr present or
future crouss-connectlons in his system. This would not prohibit the Mewmber

from maintaining and using a completely separate auxiliary private wator
system.

The Member shall cvonnect his service lines to the Association's
distribution system and shall begin to use water from the system on the
date tho wator is made avalluble to the Mcmbor by the Association. Water
charges to the Mecmber shall commence on the date service is made available,
regardless of whether the Member coumnects to the system.

IN THE EVENT THE APPLICANT FAILS TO CONNECT A SERVICE TO THE MAIN
