D. Nonstandard Service. Any customer shall pay the 
cost of any special installation necessary to meet 
his/her peculiar requirements for service other 
than standard water tap. 

E. Water Line Installation. No service will be 
installed unless there is a main distribution line 
existing along the road from which service is: 
requested. The District will install at its 
expense that portion of the service line extending 
from the main line to and including the curb box 
or curb stop on the customer's property 
immediately adjacent to the right of way of the 
road along which the main line exists. 

F. Easements. Each customer, together with his/her
