Section 1. Purpose. The purpose of this Plan is to provide 
for the declaration of official phases of water supply shortages 
and the implementation of voluntary and mandatory water 
conservation measures throughout the Whitley County \Nater Dist~ ·· 
rict · in the event a shortage is declared. 

Section 2. Definitions. These terms are applicable only f~r 
this Plan unless specifically noted.

"Customer" shall mean any person or entity using water 
for any purpose from the Whitley County Water District - - -· 

water distribution system and for which 
either a regular charge is made or, in the case of bulk 
sales, a cash charge is made at the site of delivery. 

"Raw Water Supplies" shall mean all water pot;ent.iaJ],y __ 
available to persons in the Whitley County Water District. 

"Treated Water" shall mean water ___ .tl:)at has b~'3r.\----
introduced by the Whitley County Water D1str1ct 
into its water distribution system, including water 
offered for sale.

A. Advisory Stage: 

(1) criteria: A water advisory shall be declared when 
the amount of treated water or raw water available 
for treatment is projected to be up to /c ' below 
demand, or there are periods of low water pressure 
in one or more areas of the distribution system due 
to system failure or inadequacies or the S~ate 
Division of Water issues a Water Shortaqe Watch 
which includes the areas from which the Whitley 
County Water District . __ draws water. \Note: 
Additional conditions may be added

(c) Any customer whose water service is terminated for 
violating provisions of this water curtailment plan 
shall be subject to the approved reconnection fee prior 
to reconnection of service. 

(d) The excess usage charge billing provisions of this Plan 
shall not be put in effect if a county or city ordinance 
containing penalty provisions is in effect to assist 
enforcement of this Plan. 

Section 9. Request for Exception. 

( b) 

(a) Exception to water use restrictions: If compliance 
with any curtailment measure authorized herein would 
cause a customer to bear extraordinary hardship, that 

_ individual or entity may apply to the Whitley County 
Water District for an exception. For these 
purposes, "extraordinary hardship" shall be defined as a 
condition which may threaten health and safety, or cause 
property or economic losses, each of which must be shown 
to be substantially more severe than the sacrifices 
borne by other users. If extraordinary hardship is 
found to exist, then an exception shall be granted and a 
written waiver issued to the customer. If an appeal is 
made, water service shall be continued until a decision 
is announced. Any person aggrieved by the decision may 
file a complaint with the Public Service Commission. 

Exception to curtailment surcharge: Exceptions to 
excess use charges shall not be considered or granted.
