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On Nay 31, 1991, LDDS of Kentucky, Inc. ("LDDS") filed a

tariff with the Public Service Commission ("Commission" ) seeking

permission to introduce LDDS On Net 800 Service. IDDS proposed to

make the tariff effective July 1, 1991.
LDDS On Net 800 service provides an "800" number that

terminates to the customer's business line when dialed within the

s'tate. This service is available for 800 numbers on LDDS's own

network. This service is generically similar to other service

offerings that have been approved by the Commission that are

capable of generating intraLATA traffic. Other related
