Farmers shall furnish with each response the name of the witness
who will be available at the public hearing to respond to guestions
concerning each area of information reguested. Careful attention

shall be given to copied material to ensure that it is legible.

3. Provide a copy of Farmers' monthly revenue reports
{monthly billing summaries) showing the total revenue collected,
including adjustments, under the fuel adjustment clause reported in
Farmers' monthly filings reguired by the Commission from November
1, 1990 through October 31, 1992,

4. Provide a schedule showing the calculation of the
increase or decrease in Farmers' base fuel cost per KWH as proposed
by its wholesale electric supplier adjusted for Farmers' 12-month
average line loss for November 1990 through October 199%2.

5. Provide a schedule of the present and proposed rates
which Parmers seeks tc change pursuant to 807 KAR 5:056 as
calculated in Item 4 above, shown in comparative form.

6. Provide a statement showing by cross-outs and italicized
ingserts all proposed changes in rates. A copy of the current

tariff may be used.
