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On June 23, 1894, Aqua/KwWs, Inc. {“"Agua*) filed with the
Commiseion its application seeking a Certificate of Convenience and
Neceasity to qualify it to bid on a water franchise in the city of
Clinton, Kentucky. Under the provisions of KRS 278.020(3), no
utility may apply for a franchise from any governmental agency
untll it has obtained a Certificate of Convenience and Neceassity
from this Commission based on our finding that there is & need and
demand for the mervice sought to be rendered,

The Commission determines that there 1ls evidence of a need and
demand for water gervice in the above-mentioned city. Since the
Commission’s authority in such matters is limited by sgtatute to
finding only whether there is a need and demand for the service
sought to be rendered, no finding or determination is made as to
the qualifications of the bidder, the wvalidity of any of the
provisions of the franchise offered by said city, or the manner in

which any franchise fee is to be treated for rate purposes,



IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that:

1. Aqua 1is grantod a Cortificate of Convenience and
Necessity which authorizes it toc bid on a water franchise in the
above-mentioned city.

2, Aqua, if it becomes the succosaful bidder, shall file
with this Commission two copies of the franchise agreement.

3. This Order gshall not bo c¢onstrued as granting a
Certificate of Convenience and Necessity to conatruct utility
facilities in the said city.
