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On August 17, 1994, North Shelby Water Company ("North

Shelby" ) filed its application with the Public Service Commission

("Commission" ) for the purpose of ad)usting its rates pursuant to

the purchased water ad)ustment procedure. KAR 5i067.

The Commission, having reviewed the evidence of record and

being otherwise sufficiently advised, finds thatt

1. North Shelby purchases water from three suppliers,

Bhelbyville Municipal and Sewer Commission ("Shelbyville" ),
Louisville Water Company ("Louisville"} and Frankfort Electric and

Water Plant Board ("Frankfort" ).
2. Effective August 19, 1994, Shelbyville increased its

rates for wholesale water from 61.00 per 1,000 gallons to $ 1.15 per

1,000 gallons. Louisville and Frankfort will not increase their

rates at this time.

3. North Shelby proposed to increase the rates to its
customers effective September 15, 1994.

4. During the 12 months ending July 1994, North Shelby

purchased 119,932,320 gallons of water from Shelbyville, 71,414,000

gallons from Louisville and 134,164,000 gallons from Frankfort for

a total of 325,510,320 gallons and sold 279,544,333 gallons.



North Shelby's calculations are correct and show an

incroase in purchased water cost of 817,989.84, resulting in a

purchasod water adjustment of 6 cents per 1,000 gallons. Based on

an avorago monthly usage of 5,000 gallons, the average bill of
North Shelby'o customers would increase 30 cents from 823.14 to
823,44 or 1 percents

G. Tho purchased water adjustment of 6 cents per 1,000
gallons and the rates in Appendix A, attached hereto and

incorporatod herein, aro fair, just, and reasonable and should be

approved,

IT IB THEREFORE ORDERED that>

1. Tho purchased water adjustment of 6 cents per 1<000

gallons and the rates in Appendix A are hereby approved for

services rendered on and after Beptember 15, 1994.

2. North Sholby's proposed tariff is approved.

3, within 30 days of the date of this Order, North Shelby

shall file verification that the notice to its customers has been

given<
