that thers is a noed and demand for the pervice pought to be
rendered.

The Commipsion detarmines that there is evidence of a need and
demand for telecommunications service in the above-mentioned city.
S8ince the Commipsion’s authority in such matters is limited by
statute to finding only whether there is a need and demand for the
service aought to be rendered, no finding or determination is made

ap to the qualifications of the kidder, the validity of any of the



provisicna of the franchise offered by said city, or the manner in
which any franchise fee is to be treated for rate purposes.
IT 18 THEREFORE ORDEREDL that:

1. OGTE ls granted a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity
that there is a demand and need for loccal and long-diastance
telephone service in the above-mentioned city.

2. GTE, if it becomaes the successful bidder, shall file with
this Commiasion two coples of the franchise agreement.

3. This Order shall not be construed as granting a
Certificate of Convenlence and Necessity to construct utility
facilities in the said city.
