On December 16, 1996, the Commission received a letter, which it will treat as

a motion, from James Turner, owner of Turner Water System, to cancel the hearing

scheduled in this proceeding for December 20, 1996, and to base its decision on the

record as it stands.

Good cause having been shown and the Commission

being otherwise sufficiently advised, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that:

1. Mr. Turner's motion is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled for December 20, 1996, at 10:00 a.m. is cancelled

3. This case is submitted to the Commission for a decision based on the

record as it now stands
