ORDER

On May 2, 2008, the Commission entered an Order requiring SouthEast

Telephone, Inc. ("SouthEast" ) and AT&T Kentucky, inc. ("AT&T Kentucky" ) to file their

final interconnection agreement within 30 days of the date of the Order. On May 28,

2008, SouthEast and AT&T Kentucky filed with the Commission a joint motion

requesting an extension of time until July 1, 2008, in which to file their final

interconnection agreement. As grounds for the joint motion, SouthEast and AT&T

Kentucky state that, while negotiations are progressing, the complexity of some of the

issues makes it unlikely that the negotiations will be completed and a final

interconnection agreement filed with the Commission by June 2, 2008, the date set by

the Commission in its May 2, 2008 Order.

Finding good cause for granting an extension of time, the Commission HEREBY

ORDERS that, no later than July 1, 2008, SouthEast and AT&T Kentucky shall fiie their

interconnection agreement conforming with the May 2, 2008 Order.
