ORDER

Kentucky Rural Water Association (*KRWA") has applied for accreditation of its
32nd Annual Conference and Exhibition, which was held August 29-31, 2011 in
Lexington, Kentucky, and at which instruction was provided on, inter alia, water quality
laws, energy conservation, infrastructure replacement, rate regulation, personnel
practices, legal responsibilities of water district commissioners, and wastewater
treatment operations.
