Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Powertel/Memphis, Inc. and T- 
Mobile Central LLC and Ballard Rural Telephone Cooperative Corporation, Inc. 

This is an Aiiieiidiiieiit (“‘Aiiieiidiiieiit”) to the Intercoimectioii Agreement between 
Powei-tel/Meiiipliis, Iiic. aiid T-Mobile Central LLC (“T-Mobile”) a Delaware Corporation, aiid 
Ballard Rural Telephone Cooperative Corporation, Iiic. (“Ballard Rural”), a Kentucky 
Cooperative Corporation, (collectively, the “Parties”). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the Parties, or their predecessors in interest, previously entered into an 
Intercoiuiectioii Agreement pursuant to 47 ‘CJ.S.C. 25 1/252 and filed witli tlie Public Service 
Coniiiiissioii of tlie Coiiunonwealtli of Kentucky 011 May 2 1, 2008 (tlie “Agreenient”); and 

WIHEREAS, the Federal CoiiiiiiLiiiicatioiis Coinmission, in an order released November 
1 8, 20 1 1, lias provided tliat bill-and-keep shall be tlie default coiiipeiisation arrangement between 
tlie Parties for the exchange of all Intra-MTA traffic, and that this is to be considered a change of 
law; and 

WHEREAS, the Federal Coininuiiicatioiis Conunission, in an order released December 
23, 20 1 1, lias provided that such bill-and-keep arrangement, when requested before July 1, 20 12, 
shall becoine effective J ~ l y  1, 20 12; and 

WHEREAS, T-Mobile desires to coiiforin tlie Intra-MTA coinpensatioii arraiigenieiits 
memorialized in the Agreement witli these aforementioned FCC orders of Noveiiiber 18, 20 1 I 
arid December 23,20 1 1 

WHEREAS, tlie Agreement coiitains a “change of law” provisioii tliat authorizes the 
Pai-ties to aiiieiid tlie Agreeinelit to coinport with a change in law; and 

WHEREAS, the Pai-ties desire to airieiid the Agreement to provide for a bill-and-keep 
aimiigeinent for the exchange of all Intra-MTA traffic between thein, witli such bill-and-keep 
arrangement to become effective July 1, 2012, or whatever other date tlie FCC iriay determine is 
appropriate to begiii applying a bill-and-keep arraiigeiiieiit to the excliange of Intra-MTA traffic; 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual terms and 
covenants and conditions contained in tliis Aineiidmeiit aiid other good aiid valuable 
consideration, the receipt arid sufficiency of which is liereby acluiowledged, the Pai-ties agree as 
follows. 

AGREEMENT 

1. Froni J ~ l y  1, 2012, forward, all Intra-MTA traffic between the Parties shall be 
exchanged pursuant to a bill-and-keep arraiigeiiient, which means tliat neither Party shall charge 
the other for tlie transport arid teriniiiatioii of the other’s Intra-MTA traffic. 

2. This airieiidment shall be effective J ~ l y  1, 2012. 



3. Iii tlie everit tlie Federal Coiniiiuiiicatioiis Coiiiiiiissioii (or a court with 
jurisdictioii over the matter) orders that the bill-and-keep excliaiige of Intra-MTA traffic should 
be vacated or applicable starting with soine date after July 1, 2012, sectioiis 1 aiid 2 of this 
Aiiieiidiiieiit shall be deemed automatically modified to reflect tlie order. 

3.1 If tlie bill-and-keep effective date is deteriniiied by sucli order to be vacated or 
modified after tlie time that the Pai-ties have moved to bill-and-keep pursuant to tlie teriiis of tliis 
Amendment, and if tlie order does expressly state whether true-up sliould be required for tlie 
period duriiig wliicli tlie Parties exchanged traffic 011 a bill aiid keep basis pursuaiit to this 
Anieiidiiieiit, then both Parties reserve tlieir riglit to argue that true-up should or should iiot be 
required. 

3.2 The Parties agree to iniiiiediately apply aiiy affected terms aiid conditions, 
iiicludiiig aiiy in other sectioiis aiid articles of tlie Agreement, coiisisteiit with such order, aiid 
withiii a reasonable time incorporate sucli modified terms and conditions in writing iiito the 
Agreeiiieiit . 

4. This ainendiiieiit shall reiiiaiii effective as loiig as tlie Agreeiiieiit remains 
effective between tlie Parties. 

5.  The provisions of tliis Aiiiendment may not be aiiieiided, modified, or 
supplemented without the written coiiseiit thereto by both Parties’ authorized representatives. 

6. Except as expressly set foi-th herein, the tenns aiid conditioiis of tlie Agreement 
shall remain in full force aiid effect without change. 

Tlie Pai-ties, iiiteiidiiig to be legally bouiid hereby, have executed this Amendment as of 
tlie dates set foi-th below, in iniiltiple counterparts, each of wliicli is deemed an original, but all of 
wliicli shall constitute one aiid the saiiie instrument.
