Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Powertel/Memphis, Inc. and T- 
Mobile Central LLC and Peoples Rural Telephone Cooperative Corporation, Inc. 

This is an Aiiieiidiiieiit (“Aniendinent”) to tlie Iiitercoiviectioii Agreeinelit between 
Powei-tel/Menipliis, Inc. and T-Mobile Central LLC (“T-Mobile”) a Delaware Corporation, and 
Peoples Rural Telephone Cooperative Corporation, Inc. (“Peoples Rural”), a Kentucky 
Corporation, (collectively, tlie “Parties”). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, tlie Parties, or their predecessors in interest, previously entered into an 
Iiitercoiviectioii Agreemelit pursuant lo 47 U.S.C. 25 1/252 aiid filed with tlie Public Service 
Coiiiiiiissioii of tlie Coiiviionwealtli of Kentucky on May 2 1, 2008 (the “Agreement”); aiid 

WHEREAS, tlie Federal Coiiiiiiuiiicatioiis Comniissioii, iii an order released November 
18, 201 1, lias provided tliat bill-and-keep sliall be tlie default coiiipeiisatioii arraiigemeiit between 
tlie Parties for tlie excliaiige of all Intra-MTA traffic, and that this is to be coiisidered a cliange of 
law; aiid 

WHEREAS, tlie Federal Coiiiiiiuiiicatioiis Coiimissioii, iii an order released December 
23, 20 1 1, Iias provided tliat such bill-and-keep arraiigemeiit, when requested before J ~ l y  1, 20 12, 
sliall beconie effective July 1,20 12; and 

WHEREAS, T-Mobile desires to conforni tlie Intra-MTA compensation arrangements 
ineiiiorialized in tlie Agreement with these aforementioned FCC orders of November 1 8, 20 1 1 
and December 23,20 1 1 

WHEREAS, tlie Agreeinelit contains a “change of law” provision that authorizes the 
Parties to aineiid tlie Agreeinelit to coinport with a cliange in law; aiid 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend tlie Agreement to provide for a bill-and-keep 
arrangement for the exchange of all Intra-MTA traffic between tliein, with such bill-and-keep 
arraiigemeiit to become effective J ~ l y  1, 2012, or whatever other date tlie FCC may deterrniiie is 
appropriate to begiii applying a bill-and-keep arraiigeiiieiit to the exchange of Intra-MTA traffic; 

NOW THEREFORE, in corisideratioii of tlie premises aiid tlie mutual terms and 
covenants and coriditioiis coiitaiiied in this Airieiidiiieiit and other good aiid valuable 
consideration, tlie receipt aiid sufficieiicy of which is hereby aclmowledged, tlie Parties agree as 
follows. 

AGREEMENT 

1. From J ~ l y  1, 2012, forward, all Iiitra-MTA traffic between tlie Parties sliall be 
excliaiiged pursuant to a bill-and-keep arraiigeiiieiit, which means tliat neither Party sliall cliarge 
tlie other for tlie transpoi-t and termination of tlie other’s Intra-MTA traffic. 

2. This ameiidiiieiit sliall be effective July 1, 2012. 



3. Iii the event the Federal Coiiiiiiuiiications Coniinissioii (or a court with 
jurisdiction over the matter) orders that the bill-and-keep exchange of Intra-MTA traffic should 
be vacated or applicable stai-tiiig with soiiie date after July 1, 2012, sectioiis 1 aiid 2 of this 
Aiiiendineiit sliall be deemed autoiiiatically modified to reflect tlie order. 

3.1 If the bill-and-keep effective date is determined by such order to be vacated or 
modified after tlie tiine tliat tlie Parties have moved to bill-and-keep pursuant to tlie terms of this 
Aineiidiiieiit, aiid if the order does expressly state whether true-up should be required for the 
period during which the Parties exchaiiged traffic on a bill aiid keep basis pursuaiit to this 
Aineiidmeiit, then both Parties reserve their riglit to argue that true-up should or should iiot be 
required. 

3.2 The Parties agree to iiiimediately apply any affected terms aiid coiiditioiis, 
iiicludiiig any in oilier sectioiis aiid articles of tlie Agreeiiieiit, coiisisteiit with such order, and 
within a reasonable time incorporate such iiiodified t e r m  aiid coiiditioiis in writiiig iiito the 
Agreeinelit. 

4. This aineiidiiieiit sliall reinaiii effective as long as the Agreeiiieiit reinaiiis 
effective between the Parties. 

5.  The provisioiis of this Aiiiendineiit may not be aiiiended, iiiodified, or 
supplemented without the written coiiseiit thereto by both Parties’ authorized representatives. 

6. Except as expressly set foi-tli herein, the terms and coriditioiis of the Agreeinelit 
shall reinaiii in full force aiid effect without change. 

The Parties, intending to be legally bound hereby, have executed this Aineridinent as of 
the dates set foi-tli below, in inultiple couiiterpai-ts, each of which is deemed ail original, but all of 
which shall constitute oiie aiid the same instrument.
