Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Powertel/Memphis, Inc. and T- 
Mobile Central LLC and Thaclrer-Grigsby Telephone Company, Inc. 

This is an Amendment (“Aiiiendiiieiit”) to tlie Intercoiviectioii Agreement betweeii 
Powei-tel/Mempliis, Inc. and T-Mobile Central LLC (“T-Mobile”) a Delaware Coi-poratioii, and 
Tliaclcer-Grigsby Teleplioiie Coiiipaiiy, Iiic. (“Tliaclter-Grigsby”), a Keiituclty Corporation, 
(collectively, tlie “Pwties”). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the Parties, or their predecessors in interest, previously entered iiito aii 
hiterconnectioii Agreement pursuant to 47 1J.S.C. 2.5 1/252 and filed with the Public Service 
Coiiiiiiissioii of tlie Coiimoiiwealtli of Keiituclcy 011 May 2 1, 2008 (tlie “Agreenieiit”); aiid 

WHEREAS, tlie Federal Coiiiniuiiicatioiis Coiiunission, in an order released November 
1 8, 20 1 1, has provided that bill-aiid-lceep shall be tlie default coiiipeiisatioii arraiigeiiieiit between 
the Parties for tlie exchange of all Intra-MTA traffic, aiid that this is to be considered a cliaiige of 
law; arid 

WHEREAS, tlie Federal Coiiiniuiiicatioiis Corninissioii, in an order released December 
23, 20 1 1, has provided that sucli bill-aiid-keep arraiigemeiit, when requested before July 1, 20 12, 
shall become effective July 1, 20 12; and 

WHEWAS, T-Mobile desires to conforin tlie Intra-MTA coiiipensation arrangements 
iiieniorialized iii the Agreement with these aforenieiitioiied FCC orders of November 18, 201 1 
aiid December 23,201 1 

WHEWAS, tlie Agreement coiitaiiis a “cliaiige of law” provision tliat authorizes tlie 
Parties to amend tlie Agreeineiit to comport with a cliaiige iii law; aiid 

WHEREAS, tlie Parties desire to anieiid the Agreeinelit to provide for a bill-aiid-keep 
arrangeiiient for tlie exchange of all Iiitra-MTA traffic between tlieiii, with sucli bill-aiid-keep 
arrangement to become effective J ~ l y  1, 20 12, or whatever other date tlie FCC may determine is 
appropriate to begiii applyiiig a bill-and-keep arraiigeirient to tlie excliaiige of Intra-MTA traffic; 

NOW THEREFORE, in coiisideratioii of tlie premises and tlie mutual terms aiid 
coveiiaiits aiid coiiditioiis contaiiied in this Aineiidineiit and other good aiid valuable 
coiisideratioii, tlie receipt aiid sufficiency of wliicli is hereby acknowledged, tlie Parties agree as 
ibllows. 

AGREEMENT 

1. Froin July 1, 2012, forward, all Intra-MTA traffic between the Parties shall be 
excliaiiged pursuant to a bill-and-keep arrangement, wliicli iiieaiis tliat neither Party sliall cliarge 
tlie other for tlie traiisport aiid teriniiiatioii of the other’s Intra-MTA traffic. 

2. This amendment shall be effective J ~ l y  1,2012. 



3. In the event the Federal Communications Coinniission (or a court with 
jurisdiction over the matter) orders that the bill-and-keep exchange of Intra-MTA traffic should 
be vacated or applicable starting with some date after J d y  1, 2012, sections 1 and 2 of this 
Ameiidineiit slid1 be deerned automatically iiiodified to reflect tlie order. 

3.1 If the bill-and-keep effective date is determined by such order to be vacated or 
niodified after tlie time that the Parties have moved to bill-and-keep pursuant to the terms of this 
Aiiiendinent, and if the order does expressly state wlietlier true-up should be required for tlie 
period during which the Parties excliaiiged traffic on a bill and keep basis pursuant to this 
Amendment, then both Parties reserve their right to argue that true-up should or should not be 
required. 

3.2 The Parties agree to iiiiniediately apply any affected t e r m  aiid conditions, 
iiicluding aiiy in otlier sections and articles of tlie Agreenieiit, consistent with such order, and 
within a reasoliable time incorporate such modified teriiis aiid conditiolis in writing into tlie 
Agreement. 

4. This amendment shall reiiiaiii effective as long as tlie Agreement remains 
effective between the Parties. 

5. The provisions of this Aniendiiieiit may not be amended, modified, or 
suppleirieiited without the written consent thereto by both Parties’ authorized representatives. 

6. Except as expressly set forth herein, tlie terms aiid conditions of the Agreeinent 
sliall remain in fbll force and effect without change. 

The Parties, intending to be legally hound hereby, have executed this Amendment as of 
the dates set forth below, in multiple counterparts, each of which is deemed an original, but all of 
wliicli shall constitute oiie and the same instrument.
