4. A certified copy of KU’s Articles of Incorporation is already on file with the
Commission in Case No. 2010-00204 and is incorporated herein by reference pursuant to 807 KAR

5. There is and will continue to be a demand and need for electric service in the areas
of the City subject to the franchise, and KU desires to obtain a franchise in accordance with the
bidding protocol established by the City.

6. Should KU be successful in acquiring said franchise, it will file copies thereof with
the Commission.

WHEREFORE, Kentucky Utilities Company asks that the Commission enter an Order
granting to KU a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to bid for and acquire a franchise
from the City on or before April 1, 2015.

WHEREAS, the City of Dover (“City”) wishes to ensure that electric semce-co?ﬁnues to be
furnished to its citizens in a reliable and efficient manner;

WHEREAS, the City is aware that the provision of such service requn'es the contmued use of
pubhc streets, ways, alleys and other public-places;

-WHEREAS the franchise granted to and acqmred by Kentucky Utilities Company on Ap]:]l 3,
1995, under which that utility provided such service, will expire by its terms; Apnl 3,2015
WHEREAS, the City wishes to provide for the sale of & new franchise for the benefit of its

The Franchlse created by this Ordinance shall be bid in accordance with the

apphcable requirements of the Const1t11t10n of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and Chapter 424

of the Kentucky Revised Statut%, as well as any applicable City ordinances. g

Secg.'g;g 3. The Franchise created by this Ordinance shall be awarded to the highest ar;d best

bidder as shall be determined by the City in its sole discreﬁon. In awarding the Franchise, the

City shall consider the technical, managerial, and ﬁnanciai qualifications of the bidder to

perform its obligations under the Franchise,
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Section 4, " The Wmmng l_)idder and the City shall negotiate, execute agd be bound by a
Franchise Agreement W.ith terms _i.denticlal to, or, .subetenﬁaﬂy identical to, the Franchise
Agreement referenced in Section 1'above and ettached hereto, such Agreement to contain terms
“that are fair and reas_'.onable to'the City, ";o the. purchaser of the Franchise and to the éatrons of
the uﬁlitf’ (KRS Section 96.010). Such Franchise Agreement shall take effect no ea:'rlier than 90
.days after its-execution, to allow the CIty and the winning bidder to develop appropriate
procedures for 1dent|fy1ng and rev1ewmg the electric-consuming entities within the City’s
corporate limits. | |
§ection5 - Al ordmances or parts of ordmances in confhct with the pfovisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed

Section 6. _ Should any section, clause, ﬁﬁe, paragraph, or part of this Ordinance or the
attached ;l&greement be held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, the same shall not affect
the remainder of this Ordinance or the attached Agreement, as applicable.

Section 7.  Time is of the essence in ca;trying out the terms and the provisions of this
Ordmance and the Franchise created herein. _

- Section 8. This Ordinance shall llnecome effective from and after 1ts passage and publication.
