Dear Mr. Lyons:

By order in this matter dated May 1, 2017, the Public Service Commission
(“Commaission’) granted the joint motion of the parties for an order holding this
matter in abeyance until July 20, 2017. As noted by the Commission in its order,
the purpose for holding this case in abeyance was “to allow [the parties] sufficient
time in which to engage in discussions to resolve a number of issues among them,
including the dispute that is the subject of the instant matter.” The Commission
further ordered that the parties “shall individually, or jointly, file a status report
with the Commission no later than July 20, 2017.”

Big Rivers Electric Corporation (“Big Rivers’) writes to report to the Commission
that the efforts of the parties to resolve a number of issues among them, including
the dispute that is the subject of this proceeding, have unfortunately been
unsuccessful to this point. But because Big Rivers believes that there is still a
possibility for success, Big Rivers asks that the Commission continue to hold this
matter in abeyance for another 30 days, until August 20, 2017. Big Rivers commits
that it will file another status report on or before August 20, 2017.
