Applicant ha s been the owner of a franchise 

operat ion of the natural gas system within the City immediately prior to the sa le 

of a new franchi se. Applicant is at the present time serving the City and own s 

and maintains a gas distribution system in such City.

The City Commission of the City has established a natural gas franchi se for 

the City and has directed th at bids fo r the sale thereof be received on or before 

March 6, 2017. A copy of th e resolution establishing such fran chise, directing 

its sale, and set ting forth the type and provisions of such franch ise is fil ed 

herewith as a part hereof. 

There is a demand and need for continued natural gas se rvice for th e 

City. 

WHEREFORE, Applicant respectfully requ est s the Commission to enter a 

ce rtifi cate of public convenience and necessi ty authorizing App li cant to bid on 

the aforesaid natura l gas franchi se and, if it is awa rded such franchise , to operate 

the natural gas distribution system pursuant to such fra nchise.

ORDINANCE 2017-01 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NORTONVILLE, KENTUCKY, PROVIDING 
FOR THE CREATION AND SALE OF A FRANCHISE FOR THE PRIVILEGE 
OF CONSTRUCTING, TRANSPORTING, OPERATING, MAINTAINING AND 
DISTRIBUTING NATURAL GAS ALONG AND UNDER PUBLIC RIGHT OF 
WAY WITHIN THE CITY OF NORTONVILLE, KENTUCKY, FOR A TERM OF 
TWENTY (20) YEARS IN CONSIDERATION FOR WHICH, THE SUCCESSFUL 
FRANCHISEE SHALL PAY TO THE CITY AN ANNUAL SUM EQUAL TO A 
SPECIFIED AMOUNT OF 1% AND FURTHER ESTABLISHING A BID 
PROCEDURE FOR THE AWARD OF SAID FRANCHISE TO THE 
SUCCESSFUL BIDDER. 

WHEREAS, the existing natural gas franchise agreement between the City of Nortonville, 

Kentucky and Atmos Energy Corporation expires on March 3, 2017; and, 

WHEREAS, the City has determined that it is in the best interest of its citizens to create 

and offer for sale a new natural gas franchise. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF NORTONVILLE, KENTUCKY (hereinafter referred 

to as the "City") that the Mayor of the City, or such other person as the Mayor may designate, 

shall offer for sale, to the highest and best bidder, a non-exclusive franchise to enter upon, 

acquire, construct, operate, maintain and repairs in the public right of way of the City, a gas 

distribution system with the corporate boundaries of the City, subject to the provisions of the 

Franchise Agreement attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 

The Mayor, or such other person as the Mayor may designate, shall, as soon as 

practicable after passage of this Ordinance, offer for sale, under sealed public bids, the 

franchise and privileges created herein. Such bids shall be in writing and shall be delivered to 

the Mayor or his designee, at City Hall , Nortonville, Kentucky, by 4:00 p.m. on March 6., 

2017 (the "Bid Deadline"). Advertisements for such bids shall be published in accordance with 

the requirements of KRS Chapter 424. All costs for such advertisements shall be borne by the 

successful Franchisee. 

Sealed bids offered for the purchase of this franchise shall be publicly opened and read at 

4:00p.m. C.S.T. on March 6, 2017. All bids shall state the bidder's acceptance of the terms and 

provisions set forth in the attached franchise agreement. 



The Mayor shall present all written bids to the City of Nortonville at its first meeting 

scheduled after the Bid Deadline for the City's consideration and approval. The City reserves 

the right to accept any bid, to reject any and all bids received, to waive any irregularities or 

informalities in awarding the franchise and to accept what, in its opinion, is the best responsive 

and responsible bid. In the event all bids are rejected, the City reserves the right to direct by 

resolution or ordinance that the franchise created hereunder be offered again for sale until a 

satisfactory bid is received and approved. 

The franchise created by this ordinance shall become effective when the franchise 

agreement is signed by the successful bidder and the City. 

The foregoing Ordinance is read and presented during the Special Called meeting of the City of 
Nortonville, Kentucky for the first reading on the 23rd day of January, 2017 and the second reading on the 
241h day of January. 2017. Motion was made by Council Member James Harrison and 
seconded by Council Member Rebecca Mosby that the Ordinance be adopted as the law of the 
City of Nortonville, Kentucky, to be effective upon publication thereof as required by law.
