On March 1, 2017, Columbia Gas of Kentucky, Inc. (“Columbia”) filed a tariff
change extending its small volume gas transportation service, also known as its
“CHOICE” program, for an additional five years. On March 8, 2017, the Public Service
Commission (“Commission”) issued an Order converting the tariff filing into a docketed
case and set a procedural schedule. In the Order, the Commission directed Columbia to
request a formal hearing or submit a statement that the case may be submitted based on
the existing record by May 22, 2017.
