Enclosed please find and accept a cashier’s check in the amount of $2,500 in payment of
the proposed civil penalty recommended by Commission Staff and described in your letter of
August 17, 2017.

Payment is being made in conformity with the statement in the August 17, 2017 letter
that “Kentucky Power’s payment of the proposed civil penalty will not be considered an
admission by Kentucky Power that it willfully violated KRS 278.042 or any other provision of
KRS Chapter 278.” Your letter also indicates that “Kentucky Power’s payment of the proposed
civil penalty will satisfy and resolve any and all claims against Kentucky Power for any violation
of KRS Chapter 278 and for any penalty under KRS 278.990 and arising out of the July 9, 2015
incident.”

Finally, it is my understanding that with the payment of the proposed civil penalty, Case
No. 2017-00196 will be closed and removed from the Commission’s docket. Accordingly,
Kentucky Power understands it need not appear at the scheduled September 12, 2017 show-cause
hearing in this matter.
