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On April 16, 2020, Elkhorn Water District tendered an application for a Certificate 

of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) and financing approval, but failed to 

provide an itemized estimate of the property and construction by account numbers in the 

applicable Uniform System of Accounts pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 18(2)(c).  On 

April 23, 2020, the Executive Director issued a letter, pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 

3(2), notifying Elkhorn Water District that the application had been rejected for filing, 

because it did not include documents required by 807 KAR 5:001, Section 18(2)(c).  On 

April 28, 2020, Elkhorn Water District filed a motion for an enlargement of time requesting 

an additional 30 days to cure the deficiency because it could not gather the information 

within ten days.  

Having reviewed the motion and being otherwise sufficiently advised, the 

Commission finds that the motion for an enlargement of time is justified in this case. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that: 

1. Elkhorn Water District¶V moWion foU an enlargement of time is granted.
