O R D E R 
 

On September 30, 2020, Kentucky Power Company (Kentucky Power) filed a 

motion, pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13, and KRS 61.878, requesting that the 

Commission grant confidential protection for portions of its responses to Commission 

SWaff¶V FifWh Request for Information (Staff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW), aQd MRXQWaiQ AVVRciaWiRQ fRU 

Community Economic Development, Kentuckians for the Commonwealth, and Kentucky 

SROaU EQeUg\ SRcieW\¶V jRiQW SecRQd ReTXeVW fRU IQfRUPaWiRQ (JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ SecRQd 

Request) as follows: 

x SWaff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW, IWeP 6, Attachment 1, aQd SWaff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW, IWeP 

7, Attachment 1, which contain KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V geQeUaWiRQ XQiW¶V aYaiOabiOiW\ aQd 

offering status, cost data, and revenue data for the past three calendar years.  Kentucky 

Power asserted that competitors can gain a commercial advantage by using the 

iQfRUPaWiRQ WR ideQWif\ Whe ecRQRPic UaQge Rf KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V geQeUaWiQg XQiWV, aQd WhXV 

develop offering strategies in the wholesale energy market to the detriment of Kentucky 
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Power.  KeQWXck\ PRZeU UeTXeVWed WhaW Whe deVigQaWed PaWeUiaO iQ SWaff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW, 

Item 6, Attachment 1, be held confidential for two years, and that the designated material 

iQ SWaff¶V FifWh ReTuest, Item 7, Attachment 1, be held confidential for four years.  

KeQWXck\ PRZeU e[SOaiQed WhaW Whe iQfRUPaWiRQ iQ iWV UeVSRQVe WR SWaff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW, 

item 6, Attachment 1, is cost-based and retains its competitive value for a longer period 

than the opeUaWiRQaO iQfRUPaWiRQ SURYided iQ KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR SWaff¶V FifWh 

Request, Item 6, Attachment 1. 

x JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ Second Request, Item 10, Attachment 1, which contains 

customer name, account, and usage information.  Kentucky Power asserted that the 

customer-specific information is information of a personal nature for which there is an 

expectation of privacy.  Kentucky Power further asserted that public disclosure of the 

designated material could result in competitive harm to its commercial customers 

because competitors of those businesses could gain strategic intelligence that could 

SOace KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V cRPPeUciaO cXVWRPeUV aW a cRPSeWiWiYe diVadYaQWage aQd, iQ 

WXUQ, adYeUVeO\ affecW deciViRQV WR ORcaWe RU e[SaQd iQ KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V VeUYice WeUritory.  

Kentucky Power request the designated material be held confidential for a period of ten 

years. 

x JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ SecRQd ReTXeVW, IWeP 20, AWWachPeQW 1, which contains 

KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶s IRP report.  Kentucky Power requests confidential treatment for the 

same portions of the IRP that were granted confidential treatment in Case No. 2019-

00443.1  Kentucky Power requests the material be held confidential for an indefinite period 

of time.

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Having considered the motion and the material at issue, the Commission finds as 

follows: 

1. The deVigQaWed PaWeUiaO iQ KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR SWaff¶s Fifth 

Request, Item 6, Attachment 1, and Item 7, Attachment 1, is generally recognized as 

confidential or proprietary, and therefore meets the criteria for confidential treatment and 

are exempted from public disclosure pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13, and KRS 

61.878(1)(c)(1). 

2. The deVigQaWed PaWeUiaO iQ KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ 

Second Request, Item 10, Attachment 1, is information of a personal nature for which 

public disclosure would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of personal privacy, and 

thus exempt from public disclosure pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13, and KRS 

61.878(1)(a).  The designated material is also generally recognized as confidential or 

proprietary, and therefore meets the criteria for confidential treatment and are exempted 

from public disclosure pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13, and KRS 61.878(1)(c)(1).  

3. The deVigQaWed PaWeUiaO iQ KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ 

Second Request, Item 20, Attachment 1, were previously granted confidential treatment 

pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13, KRS 61.878(1)(c)(1), KRS 61.878(1)(k), and KRS 

61.878(1)(m).  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that: 

1. KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V September 30, 2020 motion for confidential protection is 

granted. 

2. The designated information contained in KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe to 

SWaff¶V FifWh Request, Item 6, Attachment 1, shall not be placed in the public record or 
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made available for public inspection for two years, or until further Order of this 

Commission. 

3. The designated information contained in KeQWXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe to 

SWaff¶V FifWh ReTXeVW, IWeP 7, AWWachPeQW 1, shall not be placed in the public record or 

made available for public inspection for four years or until further Order of this 

Commission. 

4. The designated information contained in KentXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR 

JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ SecRQd ReTXeVW, IWeP 19, Attachment 1, shall not be placed in the 

public record or made available for public inspection for ten years or until further Order of 

this Commission. 

5. The designated information contained in KentXck\ PRZeU¶V UeVSRQVe WR 

JRiQW IQWeUYeQRUV¶ Second Request, Item 20, Attachment 1, shall not be placed in the 

public record or made available for public inspection for an indefinite period or until further 

Order of this Commission. 

6. Use of the designated material granted confidential treatment by this Order 

in any Commission proceeding shall be in compliance with 807 KAR 5:001, Section 13(9). 

7. Kentucky Power shall inform the Commission if the designated material 

granted confidential treatment by this Order becomes publicly available or no longer 

qualifies for confidential treatment. 

8. If a nonparty to this proceeding requests to inspect the material granted 

confidential treatment by this Order and the period during which the material has been 

granted confidential treatment has not expired, Kentucky Power shall have 30 days from 

receipt of written notice of the request to demonstrate that the material still falls within the 
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exclusions from disclosure requirements established in KRS 61.878.  If Kentucky Power 

is unable to make such demonstration, the requested material shall be made available 

for inspection.  Otherwise, the Commission shall deny the request for inspection.  

9. The Commission shall not make the designated material granted 

confidential treatment by this Order available for inspection for 30 days from the date of 

service of an Order finding that the designated material no longer qualifies for confidential 

treatment in order to allow Kentucky Power to seek a remedy afforded by law.
