We have difficulty running our business over this system and our grandchildren
have problems with virtual learning due to lack of internet access. Cellular service from AT&T is poor
also making internet access difficult. AT&T and other large internet companies do not seem
interested in providing true high speed internet access to our rural areas; therefore when I heard
that Kenergy was interested in getting  permission to provide this I was delighted. It makes perfect
sense since much of the required infrastructure is already in place. My wife and I fully support
permitting Kenergy to provide internet service to our area.
