We the undersigned residents and property owners, of Happy Ridge Road,
Nancy, KY, 42544, are opposed 1o the construction of a new cell tower on
Happy Ridge Road, Nancy, KY, 42544,

Since, there is already an existing 300 foot cell tower approximately 500
feet away from the proposed new cell tower sight (as per map provided
by the company proposing to build the new cell tower); we do not feel there
is a need for another disfigurement to the landscape within the same vicinity
as the existing tower. Is it not possible for companies to share towers? Or,
find another site not in the same neighborhood?

We are aware that existing cell phone companies rent or lease space on
existing towers, or can buy the towers. We feel this would be the best
option for our neighborhood, since there is already an existing tower in the
same area.

Several property owners on Happy Ridge Road, Nancy, KY, have already been
contacted this past year with proposals to build a new cell tower. Which they have
turned down. not wanting any more of these structures within the vicinity of their
homes, properties, or farms.

If there is an absolute need for another tower, would the Molden family that owns
the property the new tower is proposed to be built on, consider leasing their other
property that has around 30 acres down Piney Grove Road. Nancy, KY,
approximately 2 miles away from the current proposed site; “instead of™ the site
on Happy Ridge Road, Nancy, KY. Therefore, there wouldn’t be two cell towers
within approximately 500 feet of each other in the same neighborhood.

Furthermore, we believe these cell phone towers should be constructed in remote
areas. But, its much cheaper for these companies to build near utilities and roads
with easy access in residential areas, where they can go only a couple hundred feet
off the blacktop. So. these companies choose to disfigure our neighborhoods.
And, we do not want another tower in this neighborhood.
