e 1:1 Net Metering is simple and fair.

| am the owner of a roof-top solar array. The proposed Time of Use provision and
reimbursement system are unfair and complicated. | think that the current 1:1 net
metering should not be changed. 1 to 1 net metering is simple and fair and allows
more people to afford solar arrays. The current 1:1 net metering is fair since
excess power is sent to the grid during times of summertime peak demand when
electricity is more expensive to produce. Treating residential solar like wholesale
power generators is not fair. Power plants require costly transmission lines across
long distances to get their power to LG&E, whereas LG&E incurs little to no cost
when my excess solar power is used by my very nearby neighbor.

1:1 net metering helps foster solar installations. This is needed to reduce the
health and severe climate change impacts of fossil fuel generated electricity.



LG&E is proposing a complicated and unfair solar reimbursement system because
they want to maintain a monopoly on solar generation. Accepting their proposal
would unfairly restrict customers from choices to better control their electricity
costs and work to make electricity generation and distribution more efficient and
less costly.
