(1) A water district shall be administered by a board of commissioners which shall

control and manage the affairs of the district. The term of each commissioner is four

(4) years, except as provided in this section:

(a) If a district lies wholly within a single county, or operates as a single-county

district, as provided in paragraph (c) of this subsection, the board of

commissioners shall be composed of either three (3) or five (5) members as

the county judge/executive shall determine. Members of the board shall be

residents of the district, or of any incorporated or unincorporated area served

by the district in the county in which the district was originally established,

who shall be appointed by the county judge/executive with the approval of the

fiscal court. Initial appointments shall be for terms of two (2), three (3), and

four (4) years, as designated by the court.

Thorpe has served 12 years on
the board and has did an outstanding job serving on the board and making it possible for many
to receive clean water in Breathitt County.

I would like to be considered for reappointment to the Breathitt Water District as a board
member. My term ended on August 28, 2020 and 90 days has passed since my expiration date
and no one has been successfully been appointed to the position.

My background is as follows and a resume along with reference letters are attached.

I have been a member of the Breathitt County Water District for 13 years serving under and
being reappointed by three administrations. While serving my terms, I have been Chairman for
10 years.

During the terms I've served, the water board has obtained over 40 million dollars in funding
for water projects, laid nearly 250 miles of water lines, constructed 18 water storage tanks, 16
pump stations and made it possible for over 3300 homes to have access to county water service.
Currently, the district has a 59% sign up rate or 1952 customers. When I became a board
member, we had under a 48% sign up rate. As a board member, I along with other board
members promoted the water service and provided education on why county water service was
more feasible and safer that other water services in the area such as drilled wells. Currently, the
district has approximately 300 miles of waterlines laid and has approximately 450 miles of
county roads in the county road system.

I also met with the Mayor of the Village of Buckhorn last year and an
agreement was worked out to provide their area with water in case of cmergency outages. I have
a great working relationship with state and fedcral officials.

Since being on the board, all audits have had a great rating and our finances have always been
in the black when it comes to monthly operating and maintenance balances. In fact, the district
received a statewide award a few years ago at the Rural Water Conference.

The current board has also put together a great staff over the years.

As for attendance, I have attended ALL meetings since being on the board 12 years with the
exception of two in which I was recuperating from surgery due to cancer and kidney stones.

I would also ask to be reappointed to the board for another term. We currently have
applications in for funding totaling over $6.5 million dollars with $1.5 million already approved
and [ will continue to work hard along with other board members to make those projects a
reality.
