ORDER

On July 25, 2024, Duke Energy Kentucky, Inc. (Duke Kentucky) filed an application
for an order approving a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) for the
construction and conversion of its existing Wet Flue Gas Desulfurization from a quicklime
handling process to a limestone handling process to continue to meet existing
environmental regulations, (Limestone Conversion Project), amendment of Duke
Kentucky’s Environmental Compliance Plan to include the Limestone Conversion Project,
and recovery of the Limestone Conversion Project costs through the Environmental
Surcharge Mechanism (ESM), pursuant to KRS 278.020(1), KRS 278.183, and 807 KAR
5:001 Sections 14 and 15.

Pursuant to KRS 278.183(4), the costs associated with retaining an independent

consultant shall be paid by the applicant and be included as financial costs in the ESM

surcharge.



The Commission finds that Vantage Energy Consulting, LLC (Vantage) submitted
an invoice for consulting services for November 1, 2024, through November 30, 2024.
The invoice is attached as an Appendix to this Order. Pursuant to KRS 278.183(4), Duke
Kentucky should remit payment for the amount of the invoice within 30 days of the date
of service of this Order by check payable to the Kentucky State Treasurer and mailed or
delivered to the Office of the General Counsel, Kentucky Public Service Commission, 211
Sower Boulevard, Post Office Box 615, Frankfort, Kentucky, 40602.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that:

1. Duke Kentucky shall remit payment to the Commission for Vantage’s
services rendered as a consultant to the Commission for the period from November 1,
2024, through November 30, 2024.

2. Duke Kentucky shall remit payment within 30 days of the date of service of
this Order.

3. The payment shall be a check made payable to the Kentucky State
