I. INTRODUCTION

1. South Kentucky is a not-for-profit, member-owned, rural electric distribution

cooperative organized under KRS Chapter 279.  South Kentucky is engaged in the business of 

distributing retail electric power to approximately 52,000 members in the Kentucky counties of 

Adair, Casey, Clinton, Cumberland, Laurel, Lincoln, McCreary, Pulaski, Rockcastle, Russell, and 

Wayne.  It owns approximately 7,100 circuit miles of distribution line in its service territory.  South 

Kentucky purchases its power requirements from East Kentucky Power Cooperative, Inc., 

pursuant to a Wholesale Power Contract dated October 1, 1964, and subsequent amendments.
