The Federal Aviation Administration has conducted an aeronautical study under the provisions of 49 US.C.,
Section 44718 and if applicable Title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations, part 77, concerning:

It is required that FAA Form 7460-2, Notice of Actual Construction or Alteration, be e-filed any time the
project is abandoned or:

At least 10 days prior to start of construction (7460-2, Part 1)
__X__ Within 5 days after the construction reaches its greatest height (7460-2, Part 2)
