a week for three ( ) consecutive weeks in a newspaper or newspapers

of general circulation in the areas served by the Cooperative a notice
setting forth the place, date and hour of hearing, and the rates
proposed to be charged.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That Fleming-Mason Rural Electric
Cooperative Corporation shall file on or before the date of hearing

its testimony in prepared form.
