IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That Louisville Gas and Electric Company,

if it becomes the successful bidder, file with this Commission a copy

of the said franchise.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That this Order shall not be constrtued

as granting a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct

utility facilities in said City.
