b. the amount or water sold during the
test year;c. the amount of water used by the com-
pany during the test year;
d. the line loss for the test year (give
gallons and percentage) .

2. Provide a depreciation schedule and calcula-
tions for the depreciation expense shown for the
test year.

3. How were the following expenses determined'
Provide calculations:

a. $ 500/month labor expenses
b. $900/month transportation expense.

4. Provide copies of the invoices for maintenance
and repair work performed by the utility and Har-
ding Mater District during the test year.
5. What effect will the proposed rates have upon
the average consumer bill of the utility?
6. Provide a schedule of employees for the test
year giving:

a. the salary of each employee
b. the position of each employeec. the number of employees.
