AMENDED ORDER

IT IS ORDERED That the fifth paragraph of the Commission's

Order entered Apzil 1, 1980 in the above case be and it hereby is
amended as follows:

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That the Company
shall at least twenty days prior to the
date of hearing mail to each customer a
typewxitten or printed notice of the
proposed x'ates ox charges setting forth
the place, date and hour of hea~ing or
publish once a week for thx'ee (3)
consecutive weeks in a newspaper or
newspapers of general cix'culation in
the areas served by the Company a notice
setting forth the place, date and

houx'f

hearing and the rates proposed to
be charged. Said notice shall include
the following language:

The x'ates contained in this
notice are the x'ates proposed
by Louisville Gas and Electx'ic
Company. However, the Energy
Regulatox'y Commission may,
after evidentiary hearings,
oxdex'ates to be charged
that diffex from these proposed
rates. Such action may result
in an increase in rates for
consumers other than those
inculded in this notice.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That all other provisions of the Commission's

Order entered April 1, 1980 shall remain in full force and effect.
