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On April 17, 1980, Waver ly Sanitation Corporation, Inc., filed
original tariff sheets whereby it proposes to establish rates, rules

and regulations for the provision of sewage services for Standing

Oaks Manor to be effective for services rendered on and after May

20, 1980.
The Commission is of the opinion and finds that an investi-

gation will be necessary in order to determine the reasonableness

of the proposed rates and that such investigation cannot be

completed prior to the proposed effective date.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the proposed rates, charges

and classifications be and they are hereby suspended and the

application of the rates is deferred for a period of five (5)
months on and after May 20, 1980.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT nothing contained herein shall

prevent the Commission from entering further orders in this matter

in the event the proceedings in this case shall be terminated by

final order andjor otherwise prior to the termination of the five

(5) month period of suspension.
