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On June 9, 1980, Continental Telephone Company of Kentucky

made a tariff filing with the Commission, wherein it proposed new

regulations to pass through to its customers any fee(s) exacted

by cities or counties for franchises for privilege of occupying

streets, alleys, or public grounds.

The Commission is of the opinion and finds that further

investigation and possible hearing vrill be necessary to determine

the reasonableness of the proposed filing, and that such investigation

and hearing cannot be completed prior to the proposed effective
date.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the tariff filing be and it
hereby is suspended for a period of iive (5) months, from the pro-
posed effective date of June 30, 1980.
