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On August 5, 1980 the Commission received a letter'rom
Bracken County Vater District No. 1 (District) requesting that

it be authorized to withdra~ its Application. The Commission

will treat the letter as a Motion to Dismiss.

In support of the Motion, the District states that since

the filing of the case it has become necessary to make immediate

improvements on the water system which are estimated to cost

approximately $150,000. Arrangements have been made to obtain

short term financing to cover the cost of the improvements until

funding can be received from the Farmers Home Administration.

The District further states that the Application herein

does not take into account the above circumstances.

The Commission, having considered the Motion and being

advised, hereby ORDERS that said Motion be and it hereby is

sustained and this case be end it hereby is dismissed without

prejudice.
