CASE NO. 8002

On February 26, 1981, the Energy Regulatory Commission

entered an order granting Clark Rural Electric Cooperative

Corporation (Applicant} an increase in revenue of approximately

$1,184,833 which represented the amount of Applicant's increased

wholesale power cost granted to its wholesale power supplier,

East Kentucky Power Company, Inc. in Case No. 7981. On March 9,
1981, the Applicant inf'ormed the Commission that the rates, as

set forth in Appendix "A" of the Order, dated February 26, 1981,
would produce revenues approximately $33,000 short of the increased

revenues. The Commission finds that a misinterpretation of an

adjustment to the Applicant's Billing Analysis was made, and will

now correct this through a revision in the rates found just and

reasonable for the Applicant. Therefore, the Applicant is authorized

to place into effect the revised rates set out in the Amendment to
Appendix "A" of this Order which supersedes the rates set out in

Appendix "A" of the Commission's Order dated February 26, 1981.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, that the rates set out in Appendix

"A" to the Commission's Order of February 26, 1981 are hereby set
aside.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the rates set out in the Amendment

to Appendix "A" attached hereto and made a part hereof shall be placed

into effect simultaneously with the effective date of the East

Kentucky wholesale power increase.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that Clark Rural Electric
Cooperative Corporation shall file within thirty (30) days

of the date of this Order its revised tariff sheets setting
out the xates and charges approved herein.

Except as modified herein, the Order dated February 26,

1981 shall remain in full force and effect.
