On February 12, 1981, the Commission received a letter
from Att:orney Stephen N. Vinsavich on behalf of South Central

Bell Telephone Company, stating that telephone service to the

residence of Complainants was established on February 6, 1981.
On February 17, 1981, South Cent:ral Bell Telephone Company,

by counsel, filed its Notion to cancel the hearing scheduled

March 18, 1981 and to dismiss the Complaint as having been

satisfied. In support: of the Notion, it is stated that service

has been established, and that the Commission has no juris-
diction to considex or award monetary damages as requested in

the Complaint.
