IS FURTHER ORDERED that Bullock Pen Mater

District shall either t',1} include the proposed rates in the

newspaper publication, or (2} at least 20 days prior to the

date of hearing mail to each customer a typewritten or

printed notice of the proposed rates and the place, date

and hour of hearing.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the mailing of a type-

written or printed notice shall not obviate the requirement

of newspaper publication set forth in the second ordering

paragraph.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the publication or the

mailing of the proposed rates sha" 1 include the following

language:

The rates contained in this notice are
the rates proposed by Bullock Pen Mater
District. However, the Public Service
Commission may, after evidentiary hear-
ings, order rates to be charged that
differ from these proposed rates. Such
action may result in an increase in rates
for consumers other than those rates in-
cluded in this notice.
