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Pursuant to 807 KAR 5:011E, Section 8(b), and 807 KAR

5:056E, Section 1(11), the Commission issued an order on

November 25, 1981, requiring Taylor County Rural Electric
Cooperative Corporation ("Company" ) to notify its customers of

a hearing to be held on February 18, 1982. The Company was

not required to appear at the scheduled hearing unless an

appearance was requested by the Attorney General's Division of

Consumer Protection or other intex'ested parti.es, or by the

Commission on its own motion.

The Company filed an affidavit stating its compliance

with the Fuel Ad)ustment Clause. Following proper notice, a

hearing was held on February 18, 1982, No party of record

requested the Company to appear.
